Some of our Y8s participated in the UKMT Maths challenge. We 

sometimes have students who score high enough to qualify for final stage, 

but they very rarely merit during the second part. 

For context: around 300 000 students take part, of which only 3% (10 000) qualify for 

the challenge. Eleanor was the only student to qualify and then in the challenge only the 

top 25% of those students receive a merit. This means Eleanor is in the top 0.9% of 

students across the country.
